TOYS FOR TOTS PROGRAM – Milwaukee County 
Sponsored by the Salvation Army - 2009 Registration Guidelines 

 
If you received toys from the Toy Store Program in 2008, and you do not have any 
changes or additions to your application, you will receive a renewal letter in the mail with 
instructions.  Follow instructions, sign agreement, and mail. A separate letter will be sent 
to you with instructions. 
 
If you received toys from the Toys Store Program in 2008, and you have additions or 
changes to your application, you must appear in person to update your application at 
the Toy Shop, 5880 N. 60th St. to update your application on one of the following days: 
 
Express Registration 
Wednesday, November 18th  9am – 12 noon, 1pm – 3pm 
Thursday, November 19th  9am – 12 noon, 1pm – 3pm 
Friday, November 20th  9am – 12 noon, 1pm – 3pm 
Saturday, November 21st  9am – 12 noon 
 
If you are a NEW registrant and have not received toys from the Toy Store 
Program.  You must appear in person at the Toy shop, 5880 N. 60th St. to complete a 
Toy Shop Program application.  The new registration period will be held on the 
following days: 
 
Registration for New Applicants 
Wednesday, December 2nd  9am – 12 noon, 1pm – 3pm 
Thursday, December 3rd  9am – 12 noon, 1pm – 4pm, 5pm – 7pm 
Friday, December 4th   9am – 12 noon, 1pm – 3pm 
Saturday, December 5th  9am – 5pm 
 
Adults will need the following: 

• Proof of Social Security Number 
• Proof of Address or Residence 
• Proof of Identity 

 
Adults will need the following to register each CHILD for the Toy Shop Program: 

• Proof of birthdate for each child 
• Proof of Social Security Number for each child 

 
Children born on or after 1/1/94 are eligible to receive toys from the Toy Store.

To qualify for our program, the applicant must live in Waukesha County, must 
have placement of their child and their income must meet the qualification for the 
federal free and reduced lunch program. 
 
To apply each year, the applicant must contact must contact their social worker at 
their school or any other agency with whom they work. e.g. WIC, Head Start, 
Workforce Development.  Applications are available after October 1.  The 
application must be signed and forwarded to Christmas Clearing Council by 
authorized social service agency.
